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Maths

In the first half of the term =
we are exploring number
and place value, properties
of 2D shapes, multiplication, length
and
data handling.

After Half Term, we will be exploring
division, fractions, time, money and
properties of 2D and 3D shapes.

Here are a few suggestions of things
to practise at home to help your
child to improve their mathematical
skills:

To practise the 2, 5 and 10 times ta-
bles and to be able to know them
when given in a random order.

To learn pairs of numbers with a to-
tal of 20 (humber bonds) securely.

To be able to say 1 more and 1 less
and 10 more and 10 less from any
given number.

To be able to add a 1 digit number to
a 2 digit number by counting onin
their head.

To be able to subtract a 1 digit num-

ber from a 2 digit number by count-
ing in their head.
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Science

This term we are looking at Living
Things and Their Habitats. We have
been learning about the seven life
processes for animals and plants
and how we can tell whether some-
thing is living or not. We have also
been looking at the different habi-
tats needed for a range of animals.

After Half Term we
will be continuing
this topic and be ex-
ploring habitats through investiga-
tions whilst discussing different
food chains.

Reading

At school, your child reads weekly
with an adult and with their teacher
as part of their Guided reading ses-
sions. This reading will support
their learning, however, the biggest
impact for your child will be reading
every day at home with you. Spend-
ing ten to fifteen minutes per day
reading with your child, asking
questions and discussing the text,
is essential as this will help improve
their ability to decode and answer
comprehension questions, which is
a vital skill for future learning
across the whole curriculum.

English

All of our writing in English will be
based around these books.

To
progress in their writing, they
have been focussing on using
capital letters to start a sentence
and ‘end’ punctuation, such as a
full stop, exclamation mark or
question mark, to end it. They
have also been learning grammar
to improve their writing, this half
term concentrat-
ing on identifying
nouns, verbs and
adjectives.

Computing

In our computing work this term we are beginning by Creating
ESAFETY guides and posters. Please support your children by
talking them about this and what they know about staying safe
online.

Religious Education

In Religious Education, the children will be learning
about God’s Chosen People. An important part of this
topic is knowing that they themselves are loved and
have been chosen by God. The children are encour-
aged to think about the gifts that they have been given
by God and think how they can use them to help them-
selves, others and the world. They have also been
thinking about the wonderful gifts that God has given
our friends and our loved ones. In addition to this, the
children have been learning about three key chosen
people in our history of the church: Abraham, Moses
and Daniel. Discussing these stories at home and why
these key figures are important to our faith will benefit
your child in their learning.

We will then be using a pro-
gramme called CODE focus-
ing on programming and be-
ing able to have an under-
standing of algorithms, loops
and debugging and condition-
als

In the second half of the Autumn term, the children will
begin to learn about the Mysteries. They will be learn-
ing the Mysteries and reflecting on them. The children
will learn there are three persons in one God and con-
sider why we think about him in different ways. As we
approach Christmas, the children will reflect on God’s
choice of Mary and Joseph and how Jesus was a gift
from God to each and every one of us. We will also be
looking at Hinduism as part of other faith week.

Art

In year 2, we are extremely lucky
this term to have our Art and DT
lessons led by two local artists! Mr
Jerry Flynn and Ms Caz Under-
wood. Our activities are all linked
to our learning in other subjects, so
far we will be making Gruffalo
masks and beautiful prints of fruit
and vegetables for harvest.
