Many 
children are now writing sentenc-
es using a variety of different sen-
tence starters. We are also en-
couraging the children to join 
words and clauses using ’and’. 
Some children are using question 
marks and exclamation marks ap-
propriately. The other books we 
will be focusing on are Beegu by 
Alexis Deacon and   
The Smartest Giant in Town by 
Julia Donaldson.

Mathematics teaching and learning 
will focus on the following:  
- Counting to 100, forwards and 
backwards in 2s, 5s and 10s with 
confidence.  
- Recognising place value in teen 
numbers and two digit numbers 
beyond 20 e.g.  16 = 1 ten and 6 
units (ones). 36 = 3 tens and 6 units 
(ones) 
- Adding and subtracting a one dig-
it number to and from numbers 
within 20 and beyond by counting 
on or back using a number line. 
- recognise odd and even numbers 
within 20. 
- Solving one-step word problems 
with numbers to at least 20. 
- To begin to reason about num-
bers e.g. 30, 29, 27, 26, 25. What is 
wrong with these numbers? How 
do you know?  
- Using arrays to support early mul-
tiplication and division. Consoli-
date finding and naming a half as 
one of two equal parts of an object, 
shape or quantity within 20. 
- Tell the time to the hour and half 
past, introducing quarter past and 
quarter to. 
- Solve simple word problems relat-
ing to time. 
 - Consolidate recognising and 
naming common 2D and 3D 
shapes, describing their proper-
ties. 
- Recognise and know the value of 
different coins to one pound and 
notes £5, £10, £20. 
- Solve simple money problems. 
- Introduce standard units of length 
(centimetres and metres) and use 
to estimate, measure and record. 
-Investigate problems involving 
weight and capacity in practical 

            Reading 
At school, your child reads at least 
once a week, with an adult and 
their reading books continue to be 
changed twice weekly. This read-
ing, along with their daily phonics 
lessons and the shared reading 
sessions, supports their learning. 
They are working very hard at 
school with their reading and this 
will make an impact on your child’s 
progress and even more so, if they 
read every day with you at home.  
Please sign and date their Reading 
Diary daily to show that  you are 
supporting your chid with their 
reading.  Most children are making 
good progress with their reading 
and this is because school and 
home are working together.   

Phonics 
The children continue to work on 
their phonics every day and we are 
currently concentrating on phases 
2 - 5. We will shortly be starting 
Phonics Booster Classes after 
school for those children who are 
still not secure. Dates to follow. The 
Phonics Screening Check for all 
Year 1 children nationally will be 
taking place in the week beginning 
12th June. We shall also be having 
Parent/Carers meetings shortly to-
talk you through this process. Eve-
ry child needs an adult to attend 
this meeting on their behalf. More 
information to follow very soon.

Religious  Education 

In Summer 1, the children be learning about ’The Resur-
rection’.  They will learn about the Easter story and the 
events that occurred during this time.  
They will reflect about what happened to the disciples 
and how they felt after Jesus died. They will learn about 
the disciples in the Upper room and how Jesus appeared 
amongst them. Thomas was not present and when he 
heard about Jesus, he said that he would not believe this 
until he saw Jesus for himself. The message for us is that 
we haven’t see Jesus and yet we believe. 
After half term, the children will be studying Jesus’ mira-
cles. We will be looking at how Jesus calmed the wind 
and the waves, how Jesus cured a paralysed man and 
helped a blind man see again.   They will also read  about 
Jesus’ first miracle– the wedding feast of Cana.

Science 

For the first part of the term, we will be learning 
about ’Plants’ The children will identify and name 
common plants, including garden plants, wild 
plants and trees and those classified as decidu-
ous or evergreen. They will identify and describe 
the functions of the different parts of plants: 
roots, stem/trunk, leaves and flowers. They will 
also be learning about what plants need to survive 
and the importance of ‘seeds’. They will be grow-
ing their own beans and measuring them as they 
grow. The Gardening Club will take place on Fri-
day lunchtime and children will take it in turns to 
care for the plants.
