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English

In Literacy this term our topics
will be based around Funny-
bones by Janet & Allan Ahlberg
and Stone Soup by Jess
Stockhan, an old folk tale, Stick-
man by Julia Donaldson and
We’re going on a Bear Hunt by
Michael Rosen. We will be busy re
-telling these stories through act-
ing, role playing with masks and
puppet making. In relation to
Funnybones, we will be finding
out about our bodies and our five
senses - taste, touch, smell, sight
and hearing.

When reading Stone Soup we will
be learning about where different
vegetables come from, making
delicious vegetable soup and
writing lists of ingredients.

In order to support the children
with their writing we will be en-
gaging in lots of activities to
strengthen their fine motor skills.
We will be working on the correct
pencil grip and doing many differ-
ent activities which require the
children to write their names
whilst forming
their letters cor-
rectly. Writing ac-
tivities will also
involve using their
initial and final
sounds to label
pictures.

P.E

In PE this half term, the children will
be doing Athletics during their out-
door lessons. They will also be de-
veloping their coordination skills
through floor movement patterns
during their indoor lessons. These
activities will help to develop their
teamwork and listening skills.

Reading

At school, your child reads weekly
with an adult and their reading
books will be changed twice a
week. This reading, along with their
daily Phonics lessons will support
their learning, however, the biggest
impact for your child will be reading
every day at home.

Please sign and date their red
Reading Diary daily to show that
you are supporting your chid with
their reading. Reception Library
day will be on a Friday so please
ensure you bring in your book to
change.

Phonics

The children have daily phonics les-
sons working on Phase 2 from the
Letters & Sounds scheme. There
will be a Reception ‘Phonics &
Reading Workshop’ for parents on
26th September at 9.15 to be re-
peated at 3.15pm. Please try to at-
tend. Your support at home is inval-
uable to your child’s progress in
reading and writing.

YOUR CHILD NEEDS YOU!

Maths

This term children are playing lots
of fun games to promote number
recognition. They are also learn-
ing how to count from 1-20 and ar-
range numbers in the right order.
Children are learning how to
count arrangements of different
objects slowly and carefully with
their fingers, making sure that
they are able to demonstrate one
to one correspondence.

In Autumn 2, the children will fo-
cus on learning how to find 1 more
and 1 less than a given number up
to 20. They will also learn about
the names and features of differ-
ent 2D and 3D shapes and use
these to create collages. Children
will then explore different pat-
terns in the environment and learn
how to recognise, create and con-
tinue a repeating pattern in a vari-
ety of different ways.

Please practise your child’s num-
ber recognition and counting
skills at home too. Can they count
all the cars along the road on the
way to school? Can they tell you
what the number on the bus is?
