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In the first half of the Spring Term,
we will be learning all about
Space.

We will be using these stories to
help inspire our writing.

We will be re-telling the stories
through drama and the children
will also be writing lots of sentenc-
es relating to these stories and
reading information books to find
out interesting facts about space.
Our trip, on 29.01.19 to the plane-
tarium in Greenwich will help to
inspire our writing.

In the second half of the term our
topic is Superhe-

roes!

We will be reading §

books such as

‘Michael Recycle’ o I

by Ellie Patterson SUPERiTT
‘Supertato’ by Sue S
Hendra and lots of other superhe-
ro books! We will be writing books,
post-cards, letters and even making
our own comic books using sentenc-
es with high-frequency words and
phonetically spelt words. We will
also be focusing on the im-
portance of finger spaces and full
stops.

We will continue
to focus on the
importance of
correct letter for-
mation. Children
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lower case letters
so that they are all of a similar
size. Please help them at home.

Reading

At school, your child reads weekly
with an adult. This reading will
support their learning, however,
the biggest impact for your child
will be reading every day at home
with YOU!

We would like YOU to spend ten
minutes EVERY day reading with
your child with a focus on encour-
aging your child to sound out and
blend words using their phonics
on their own. This is essential for
their developing fluency and accu-
racy.

The children are also working hard
to try to learn as many of the 40 high
frequency words as they can. So
please help them at home.

Phonics

Phonics lessons occur daily. Dur-
ing these sessions we revise all the
sounds we have learnt from phase
2 and 3 so far, and then they learn
a new sound every day. We are
currently learning

phase 3 sounds stairs
and high frequen-
cy words. mail
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Maths

In the first half term we will be
learning how to count aloud to
20, count objects to 20, add
and subtract using one digit
and two digit numbers:

By the end of the term, the chil-
dren will record their answers in
number sentences complete with
addition, subtraction and equals
signs. e.g. If have 4 pencils and |
find 2 more, how many will | have
altogether?
4+2=6
If | have 8 apples and give two
away, how many will | have left?
8—2=6
Please continue to practise writ-
ing numerals correctly with your
child as this will be an important
part of writing their number sen-
tences correctly.

The children will also be learning
about measuring objects through
a variety of creative and explora-
tory activities. They will use eve-
ryday language when comparing
the heaviest and lightest objects
when using balances. Full, empty
and half-full are also concepts we
will be exploring. Lots of bath
time fun ahead! Please reinforce
this vocabulary with them at
home.

After Half Term we will counting
in 2’s and 10’s and doubling and
halving numbers to 20. We will
be solving lots of number prob-
lems and work-
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Understanding of
The world

In this area of learning the children will be,
investigating items which float and sink and
those which hover!

They will be exploring light and dark and
learning about the job of an astronaut!
They will also be learning about the differ-
ent planets, and imagining what the planets
would look like if we visited them.

In the second half of the term, we will be
using the iPads and computers to create
our very own comic books and help us to
design our superhero costumes!

Art

In Art this term, the children will be
creating their very own rocket to ’
fly to space in! They will be decorating thei
rocket as part of our ‘Space’ topic.

Education

In Religious Education les-

sons, the topic will be

‘Getting to know Jesus.’

The children will learn how Jesus has a great love
for each one of us.

Through exciting and interactive activities, the children
will think of ways in which we can show our love for Jesus.
They will learn that Jesus cured people who were ill and
as a year group we will be thinking of ways in which we
can show our love for people who are ill.

After half term the topic is ‘Sorrow and Joy’. By the end of
the topic we hope the children will understand that we
should always be kind to each other and that it is very im-
portant to say sorry when we do hurt someone and to
know that we need to ask Jesus to help us to be kind to
others.

In the second part of the term, the children will
be designing and making their very own Super-
hero costume which we will be showing to par-
ents at our ‘Superhero fashion show’ on
Thursday 4th April at 2pm. SAVE THE DATE!

Towards the end of the Spring Term, we will be looking at
the Easter story and learning to retell and understand this
important event in the Christian Calendar.
